Established in 2007, the Women's Foundation of
Greater St. Louisis committed to advancing
economic security for women and girls in our
region.

On behalf of the board and the staff of the
WFSTL, I am requesting your participation with
our upcoming listening sessions, Listen, Learn,
and Act, Saturday, March 25, 2017, at the
library located at the Divoll Branch
Library, 4234 N. Grand. These listening
sessions are designed to increase our
understanding of the barriers women and girls
face in achieving economic security, identify gaps
in services and opportunities currently available
to women and girls. The results of this project
will guide and inform the WFSTL in future
initiatives, collaborations, advocacy, and grant-
making.

Each session will take up to 90 minutes, remain
confidential, and will include a facilitated
discussion with a diverse group of women, girls,
and agency representatives who self-identify as a
service provider and/or a resident of the "Ville"
neighborhood. Because we are hoping for
authentic dialogue, and to hear first-hand ways to
help advance economic self-sufficiency for
women and girls who identify as a resident of
the"Ville" neighborhood, we are limiting
attendance to three to four participants per
session (girls, agency
representatives), with a select number of key
stakeholders from WFSTL as observers only. The
allotted time and suggested format will provide
the participants with the opportunity to fully
engage. Please note, light refreshments, and a
small token of our appreciation will be provided
to agency representatives and a $50 gift card for

HOW TO REPORT A NUISANCE

There are four (4)) ways to report nuisance
activity to the St. Louis Metropolitan Police
Department. The first three contact methods are
by phone calls and the fourth contact method is
in person.

1. The o911 emergency contact method
should be used only if you determined the
situation is an emergency.

2. Non-Emergency Number (314-231-1212)
contact method should be used in
reporting a nuisance when you have
determined the situation or occurrence is
not an emergency.

3. Reporting Illegal Drug  Activity
((Anonymously) 314-421-COPS (2677)
contact method is used to report illegal
drug activity anonymously.

4. Reporting in Person is used by anyone e
that wants to visit the Police department
in person. Ask to speak to the Public
Affairs Officer for your district (North
Patrol 4014 Union, Central Patrol 919 N
Jefferson or South Patrol 3157 Sublette.
You can meet and explain to the Public
Affairs Officer the nuisance activity that is
annoying you and ask for their help. Or

you can attend the Public Affairs Meeting
in your Police District.

If you do not feel comfortable calling the
police or do not have facts about the nuisance
behavior, you can contact the Citizens Service
Bureau (314-622-4800).
contact the Citizens Service Bureau if you
need information about getting help on your
block in respect to nuisance activity.
